March 11, we were making the Yokote minami junior high school graduation the near
future. The 1. 2th grader prepared the graduation ceremony here and there of the school
such as gyms and the classroom buildings. The third grader who included me wrote

comment in the class book. We enjoyed after school with friends.

At 14:46, I was in the room-2 of the third grader on the second floor.

In addition, there were friends, a classmate, and a junior who was preparing the
expression. Meanwhile, someone noticed a small shake. I and a friend watched the
water of the bucket which I forgot after the cleaning that was under the blackboard.
The shake gradually grew.

The water of the bucket was almost dropping over. Students, standing with serious look,
hiding under the teacher’s desk or student desk...
There were various students. Though all students were calm, I remember a woman

teacher was walking in the strongest shakes. We all students went home on foot soon.

After I returned to the home, I knew the power failure and the damage of suspension of
the water supply etc. It noticed that it was serious. The snow was melted to make water.
And we collected all blankets. It was the first experiences for my family.

[Move about me about three months after the earthquake ]
For about one month after the earthquake, goods were insufficient in the shop and
there were no gasoline. The inconvenient life started. None of us experienced this
before. I went to Kesen'numa city in the golden week. The stricken area was actually
seen by my eyes, and there was a change also in my feelings.
